* The applicant’s first language or mother tongue must not be Japanese.

* The applicant must be a Singapore Citizen, PR or student pass holder.

e The applicant must not have stayed in Japan for an extended period of time (excluding
stay in Japan before primary school):
© Open category: not more than 36 months
o All other categories: not more than 12 months

* Those who have previously won first place in any category in this contest are not eligible
to enter the contest in the same category.

* Applicants under the age of 18 must obtain their parent or guardian’s signed consent.
